Late Work (Grades K-3)

Late assignments in grades kindergarten through third grade are marked 10% off the first day late, 20% off the second day late, and 50% off if turned in within the unit.

Late Work (Grades 4-6)

Late assignments in grades fourth through sixth grade are marked 10% the first day, 50% off the second day, and will receive no credit after that.

Late Work

It is important for students to understand that there are consequences for not turning in their school work/assignments on time.  And it’s important that a grade reflect a student’s actual performance in a subject area.  To achieve the goal of high academic performance and increased organizational skills and responsibility, students will be graded to measure academic responsibility.  Students who turn in quality work late will receive a grade that truly reflects their work product.  But they will lose points from their academic responsibility category. Students will also receive either a lunch detention or before school detention as a consequence for turning work in late.
